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1. United Steelworkers, Local 1-1937 has $4,500.00 available for Scholarships.

There will be
a minimum of four (4) Scholarships awarded.

2. The Scholarships are available to Members in good standing, Sons, Daughters,
and Legal Dependants of Members in good standing or of retired or deceased
Members who were in good standing with United Steelworkers, Local 1-1937 or
the legacy Local Unions (1-71 1-80, 1-118, 1-363, 1-217, 1-2171), who will be
graduating from Secondary School and wish to further their education at a Public
Post Secondary Institution.

3. Students must have completed Grade 12.

4. Students must enrol at a public Post Secondary Institution in the September
following graduation, either academic or vocational in nature.

5. Applications and documents must be completed and forwarded to the Financial
Secretary of United Steelworkers, Local 1-1937 (mailing address: 301 — 841 Cliffe
Avenue, Courtenay, B.C. VON 2J8) no later than May 1°' of the current year. United
Steelworkers, Local 1-1937 reserves the right to withhold the bursary if no
Candidate has sufficiently high standing.
